Enclosed is information regarding the 2010 Campbell Christian summer school 

program,   If you would like to enroll your child, fill out the forms listed below 

and return them and the appropriate fees as soon as possible.  Our program 

admits a limited number of students and spaces are filled quickly.  Applicants 

will be informed of their admissions as soon as possible. 



 

This year, our summer program is a 10 week program. The tuition listed below, is the total cost for all ten weeks of care 

beginning June 9th and ending August 17th, 2010. On July 5th  the summer program is closed in recognition of Inde-

pendence Day.  Tuition is calculated in one of the following ways. 

 

First Payment Plan: The three equal monthly payment plan is only available to those who are attending all three months 

of the entire summer program: June, July and August.  To calculate the three monthly payments, divide the summer tui-

tion by 3, available from the chart below. For example, the 5 day program would be $765.00 per month. Payments will be 

due June 1, July 1, and August 1.     
 

Second Payment Plan (This is the payment option for parents wishing to send their children for part of the summer 

program.): Tuition is calculated on actual days the program is in operation for that month.  The number of program days 

varies from month to month.  To calculate the monthly payment, multiply the summer tuition; (see chart below) by .33 for 

June, .42 for July, and .25 for August.  Please recognize the July payment will be the greatest.  For example, the 5 Day 

program, would be $757.35 for June, $963.90 for July, and $573.75 for August.  This equals the summer program total 

charge of $2295.    The monthly payment is based on the number of days the school is in session for each plan.  It 

is not based on the number of days your child might attend.  Therefore payments differ greatly each month.   
 

Third Payment Plan: Parents may choose to use “Drop-in” care rather than a monthly plan.  “Drop-in” care is offered on a 

“space available basis” only and must be prepaid.  Parents must call the office to see if space is available.  Enrollment fees 

are also required for drop-in students.  Discounts do not apply. 

 

Tuition payments are due on the first of each month and considered late after the 10th. Late payments will be assessed a 

late charge of $25.00 (monthly). 
 

 

Students enrolled for the entire summer (June, July and August) may request a tuition discount for their family vacation 

by submitting a Vacation Request Form to the school office at least two (2) weeks prior to the vacation.  Fifty percent of 

the tuition during vacation will be credited to your account.  This discount will be given for a maximum of two weeks of 

tuition per summer.  If you have any questions, you may contact the business office at (408) 370-4900 ext. 222. 
 

No tuition credits or make-up days will be given for any reason other than the vacation discount described above.  Tui-

tion remains the same whether or not a student attends.  Written notice, two (2) weeks in advance, is required for with-

drawal from the Summer Program.  Full tuition payment is due through the end of the month.

► The field trip authorization form 

must be completed, signed, and 

turned in before your child may go 

on a field trip.

► Field trip transportation is pro-

vided through a local public school 

transportation department. Travel is 

by buses with certified drivers. 

► Adult to student ratio is a maxi-

mum of 1 to 6 on field trips. 

► Student lunches must be in dis-

posable containers or sacks, clearly 

labeled with the student’s name, 

unless otherwise notified. 

► Every week a newsletter about upcom-

ing field trips will be on the Fellowship 

Hall counter. 
 

 

►Monday is our  field trip day.  

► A parent or one family adult member 

is required to attend one field trip dur-

ing the summer to help with student 

supervision.  

► Parents may sign up for more than 

one field trip. Required chaperones will 

have their admission paid.

The infant/

toddler program is not eligible for multi-

child discounts.  
 

Prepayment Discount: Tuition prepaid 

for all 3 summer months are eligible for a 

4% prepayment discount.

►Each day students must be signed 

in and out by a parent/guardian at the 

counter in the fellowship center. 

► During class time the center may be 

unattended.  Please see note on the 

counter to direct you to a counselor.  

► Students will only be released to 

individuals who are listed on the 

Emergency Form. If someone other 

then those listed on the emergency  

form are picking up, you may send a 

fax or E-mail with the name of the per-

son picking up your child, the date, 

and with your written signature in-

cluded.   

► A valid drivers’ license will be re-

quired for individuals picking up your 

child.  For the safety of your children, 

there are never exceptions made to 

this policy.  

► If your child is picked up after 

6:00pm there will be a $15.00 late fee 

for the first ten minutes and a $1.00 

fee will be assessed for every minute 

beyond that time. 

Discipline Plan 

► Students who violate school rules 

will receive a warning for their first 

offense. 

► A student will be referred to the 

Summer Program Director or Head 

Administrator at the second violation 

in the same day. 

► Parents will be called if there is a 

third violation and may be required to 

remove their child for the remainder 

of the day.   

► Students may also be suspended 

from a specific activity and given a 

work assignment (e.g. picking up 

trash).  Parents will be called and must 

pick up their child, within an hour, for 

the remainder of the day if there is a 

fourth violation. 

► There will be no warnings for disre-

spectful or defiant behavior and fight-

ing.  A student will immediately be 

referred to the Summer Program Di-

rector or Head Administrator.   

► Students may be dismissed from the 

program upon their second suspen-

sion.  The decision to dismiss a stu-

dent from the program must be ap-

proved by the Head Administrator. 

Behavior Standards 

►Students are expected to abide by 

the rules and regulations listed in the 

Parent-Student Handbook. Below is a 

summary of expected behavior stan-

dards (a copy is available on our web-

site). 

► Students are expected to treat their 

peers with respect and kindness.  The 

“Golden Rule” is emphasized on a 

daily basis.  

► Fighting or “play-fighting” is prohib-

ited and subject to suspension.  Name 

calling, unclean or abusive language, 

are prohibited and subject to suspen-

sion.  

► Students are to be respectful, coop-

erative, and submissive to their 

teacher and or counselor. 

► Gum chewing and sunflower seeds 

are not allowed in the classroom or on 

the school grounds. 

► If a student is ill; the parents will be 

called to pick up their child within the 

hour.   

► If both parents work, arrangements 

must be made in advance for the care of 

children when they are ill.  

► The school is not equipped to provide 

care for children who are ill. 

Students Who Become

Dress Code 

► Students are to wear closed-toe and 

closed heel shoes with non-skid soles, 

no boots. 

► Sandals may only be worn to and 

from swimming.   

► Tennis shoes are ideal. 

► Apparel is to be modest, neat, safe, 

and appropriate.  

► One-piece swimsuits are required.  

► Modest shorts may be worn (2 inches 

above the knee is ideal).  Parents will 

be called if there is a problem.   

► Shirts with inappropriate slogans are 

not acceptable (e.g. beer logos, profan-

ity, etc). 

► Girls may wear “stud-type” pierced 

earrings. No other jewelry may be 

worn.  

► Girls may wear clear lip-gloss. No 

other makeup may be worn. 

► All clothing must be labeled with your 

child’s name.

      (Must be put on by parents before school)

Nob Hill Catering.   

► Lunch pails must be labeled with the 

child’s name.  Beverages must be in a 

non-breakable container.   

► Parents may pack a morning snack.
